Road) for a Specific Development Site Plan to allow a Truck Stop / Gas Station in a P-C-3
(Planned General Business) Zoning District.

Mr. Harvey informed the Planning Commission that the application was complete;
however, the engineers were still working to resolve design issues. The applicant, Sean
Register, was present to answer questions. Mr. Register presented his site plan and
explained the proposed development. The Planning Commission asked several questions
about drainage, property access, and buffering. Diane Sims, 115 Azalea Ave., Rincon,
stated that she owns a property near this proposed development and is concerned about
drainage and buffers from noise and lighting. Michael Shiver, representing Kerr Courier
Service, also stated he has similar concerns. Mr. Register responded that he will be
happy to meet with the owners of those properties to discuss their concerns. After a brief
discussion, Donna Blalock made the motion to approve the application contingent upon all
engineering details being resolved to the satisfaction of the City. Wanda Rollf seconded
the motion to approve the application. The vote to approve the application was
unanimous.
